IMPORTANT INFORMATION

Check-in
e You must check in at least 15 minutes in advance of your scheduled shift, at the
registration/information desk, which is located at the main entrance. You will
receive a volunteer orientation before your shift begins.

Dress code/uniform
e Your t-shirt will be given to you upon check-in for your first shift
e T-shirts must be worn while on duty along with your accreditation badge
e Make sure to wear comfortable shoes
e If working in the contest area, make sure to have the proper personal protection
equipment (PPE) that is necessary for that specific contest area. If you do not
have your PPE with you, you will not be able to work your shift.

e Please leave your valuables at home.

e If you need to make any changes for your shifts these must be made as soon as
possible using our online registration.

ON-SITE EVENT DETAILS

Registration/Information desk
e The registration desk is situated in the lobby at the main entrance

Hospitality Suite
e Volunteers can access the hospitality suite. Complimentary coffee and water are
available in this suite and you will require your accreditation badge to access this
room.

Meals
e A complimentary lunch will be available on the day of your shift. You will require
either your accreditation badge or a meal coupon to access the lunchroom. Make
sure to advise someone in your area when you take a break for lunch to ensure
that another volunteer is available to cover for you. Details will be provided to you
upon registration prior to your first shirt.

First Aid
e First Aid Stations are located throughout the venue.

Evacuation Procedure
e Aplanin case of an evacuation of the competition site has been put in place and
will be presented to you when you check in for your shift.
