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8 ADDITIONAL INFORMATION
8.1 Interpreter

If a competitor requires the help of an interpreter once onsite during the competition,
the Skills/fCompétences Canada Provincial/Territorial offices must advise
Skills/Compétences Canada National Secretariat a minimum of 1 month prior to the
competition or this service might not be guaranteed.

8.2 Ties

o Tiebreaker #1: In the event of a tie, the competitor with the highest score in
the Laser Alignment Section of the Preventative Maintenance challenge will
be declared the winner.

o Tiebreaker #2: If a second tie occurs, the competitior with the highest score
in the Welding portion of the machining challenge will be declared the winner.

o Tiebreaker #3: If a third tie occurs, the competitior with the highest score in
the Stainless Steel Tube Bending challenge will be declared the winner.

8.3 Test Project change at the Competition

Where the Test Project has been circulated to Competitors in advance, NTC shall
change a maximum of 30% of the work content. Please refer to the Competition
Rules.
