The confectioner/pastry competitor is a skilled individual who produces a wide
range of intricate and predominantly sweet items. A degree of specialist knowledge
and skill is required.”8

procedures, methods of finishing, baking and presentation. The confectioner/pastry
competitor will also be tested on their work efficiencies as they have to present
products at specified times. During the competition, the judges will be evaluating
their workplace safety, sanitation, hygiene and organization.*"8

One of the objectives of SCC is the sustainability of the Competition. As a result, the
toolboxes brought by Competitors will be restricted to the following maximum
specifications.

The Competitor toolbox must not exceed 0.6 meters?in volume. It can be multiple
toolboxes, but the total of all toolboxes must not exceed the maximum volume
indicated. There is no exception to this rule. If the Competitor toolbox is larger than
what is indicated, the Competitor with the guidance of the NTC, will need to remove
items from the toolbox and those items will not be used during the competition. All
tools must fit inside one or more toolboxes. Tools outside of a toolbox will not be
permitted.

No jewelry allowed (rings, earrings, bracelet, studs, watches, etc.)

No false nails or nail polish. Wear nails short clean and without varnish
No piercing ornaments on the nose or eyebrows, or any facial piercings
No cuffed pants

HEALTH AND SAFETY
Safety Program

SCC has implemented a comprehensive safety program as health and safety is an
integral part of our competitions. Our safety program includes guidelines and
procedures to make the work environment in each skill area safer.

.1 Safety Manual

As part of our program a safety manual has been created to monitor and document
health and safety within each skill area. It includes a definite plan of action designed
to prevent accidents. The safety manual will be provided for every skill and these
instructions must be followed and respected by all participants and officials at the
SCNC.

.2 Safety Workshop
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During orientation, Competitors will participate in a Safety workshop and they will be
expected to work and maintain a safe working area during the competition. Any
Competitor breaking any health, safety, and environmental rules, may be required
to undertake a second safety workshop, this will not affect the Competitor’s
competition time.
